St. Barnabas Health System is a non-denominational, not-for-profit health care system 

serving the residents of southwestern Pennsylvania.  Religious Brother Gouverneur P. 

Hance founded St. Barnabas in 1900 as a free home for convalescent and incurably ill 

men and boys.  The largest health care concern of its kind in Pennsylvania, the mission 

of St. Barnabas Health System still focuses on providing skilled, compassionate care 

to all those in need. 

The system includes:  

 St. Barnabas Health System – The system offers a continuum of care – from 

independent living for retirees to skilled nursing care.  

 St. Barnabas Charities – The fund-raising arm of the system.  Through the St. 

Barnabas Free Care Fund, patients received nearly $4.7 million in free care 

during 2010 alone. 

 The Kean Theatre – Operated by St. Barnabas Charities, the 350-seat theatre 

provides community members with entertainment in an elegant environment.   

 Rudolph Auto Repair – A full-service gasoline station and auto repair garage 

on Route 910 in Gibsonia.  

 St. Barnabas Medical Center – An outpatient medical center open to the 

public, offering services such as general medical care, dental care, home care, 

hospice, and rehabilitation therapy.  Located in Gibsonia. 

 St. Barnabas Nursing Home – A skilled care nursing home in Gibsonia. 

 Valencia Woods at St. Barnabas – A skilled care nursing home in Valencia. 

 The Arbors at St. Barnabas – St. Barnabas’ living assistance facilities, with 

locations in Gibsonia and Valencia. 

 The St. Barnabas Communities – Maintenance-free Independent living for 

retirees at four sites: 

 The Village at St. Barnabas – Western Pennsylvania’s first retirement village, 

consisting of 252 condominium-style apartments in Gibsonia. 

 The Woodlands – A growing neighborhood of 135 spacious carriage homes 

for young retirees in Valencia.  

 The Washington Place – 23 efficiency apartments in Gibsonia where residents 

receive concierge services from hospitality hostesses. 

 White Tail Ridge – Located near Route 8 in Gibsonia, these contemporary 

homes ranging from two to five bedrooms.
